Cumbria has more wildlife sites of national and international importance than any
other county.  Cumbria Wildlife Trust cares for over 40 nature reserves, which
include peat bogs, limestone pavements, ancient woodlands and coastal sites.

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Taking Part
Cumbria Wildlife Trust is hosting the Walk Across the Bay on Saturday 26 July
2008 with the Queen’s official guide, Cedric Robinson.  This is an ideal opportunity
to take part in a unique event and raise some of the vital funds needed for the work
of the Trust.

Time & Place Walk registration will be between 10.30am and 10.45am on the
promenade at Arnside.  Early arrival is recommended due to the large numbers of
participants. We expect the 7-8 mile walk to take approximately 3 hours and return
transport will be by coach or train from Kents Bank Station at Grange.  Talk to your
friends, get them to join you, fill in the form and send it to us now!  The walk will
be a great day out for all!

Entry Fees The entry fees are £4 adults, £2 children under 16. Your entry fee
covers the cost of your return transport and our administration costs, so you can
assure all your sponsors that every penny they give will go directly to the work of
the Cumbria Wildlife Trust.  The entry fee is non-refundable. The CLOSING DATE
for entries is 18 July 2008.

Sponsor Form Once you have returned the entry form opposite we will send you
an information pack with sponsor forms.  The places are limited so we would like
you to collect as many sponsors as you can, as every penny raised really will
make a difference to our fundraising efforts.  We suggest adults should each aim
to raise at least £25, children £15 and families £60.

All walkers will be issued with a certificate in recognition of completing the
challenge.  If you are an adult and can raise £100 or more; a child and raise £50
or more; a family and raise £250 or more we will send you a FREE Wildlife Trust
t-shirt as a thank you for your efforts.

Payment of Money Collected On the day of the walk, if you know how much
sponsor money you will be collecting you can make things easier for yourself, and
us, by paying your sponsorship money on the day, either in cash or by post-dated
cheque.  We recommend that cheques be post-dated by one month to give you
time to collect in your sponsorship money.  Alternatively, you will be given a return
envelope for sending in your money no later than 6 weeks after the event.
Certificates will be mailed out the week following the walk and T-shirts will be
issued on receipt of sponsorship money.
